Understanding these factors helps you evaluate quotes fairly and avoid hidden costs

Essential Questions to Ask

Should You DIY or Hire a Pro?

1 Step 1: Define Your Need

• What manual process costs the most time/money? (Be specific)

• What would success look like? (Define measurable outcomes)

• What's the financial value? (Time saved × hourly rate)

2 Step 2: Assess Complexity

• How many systems connect? (1-2=Simple, 3-4=Moderate, 5+=Complex)

• Are any systems legacy or have custom setups?

• Are there compliance requirements? (HIPAA, GDPR, PCI-DSS)

• What happens if it breaks for 24-48 hours? (Low/Medium/High impact)

3 Step 3: Get Multiple Quotes

• Get at least 3 quotes from different providers

• Ask each to itemize: discovery, build, testing, training, maintenance

• Ask which specific tools they'll use (Zapier? Make.com? Custom code?)

• Compare scope, guarantees, and ongoing support—not just price

Real Examples of Overpriced Automation
These are actual projects we've audited where business owners paid far more than they should have

Reality Check:

The following examples represent markups of 500-1000%. Each project used off-the-shelf tools with minimal 

customization, yet was marketed as "custom enterprise solutions."

Example 1: AI-Powered Lead Capture System

What was sold:

Custom AI solution that captures leads from your website, enriches them with company data, and sends personalized 

outreach emails.

What was actually delivered:

A Zapier workflow connecting a Typeform to Clay (for enrichment) and then to Gmail. Total setup time: ~45 minutes.

What they paid:

$12,000

Fair market price:

$500-$1,200

Example 2: Enterprise Calendar Integration

What was sold:

Sophisticated multi-calendar synchronization system with intelligent conflict detection and automated rescheduling.

What was actually delivered:

Calendly Pro connected to Google Calendar with basic availability rules. No custom code. Standard Calendly features 

presented as "proprietary technology."

What they paid:

$8,500

Fair market price:

$200-$600

Example 3: Automated Social Media Content Engine

What was sold:

AI-driven content multiplication system that transforms blog posts into 50+ social media assets with intelligent distribution.

What was actually delivered:

Make.com workflow using ChatGPT API to rewrite content and Buffer for scheduling. Total complexity: 6 workflow 

steps. Build time: under 2 hours.

What they paid:

$9,500

Fair market price:

$800-$1,500

Example 4: Smart Invoice & Payment Tracker

What was sold:

Custom-built financial automation system integrating your CRM, invoicing, and payment processing with real-time notifications.

What was actually delivered:

Stripe webhooks → Make.com → Airtable + Slack notifications. Standard integrations, zero custom code. Setup time: 

~90 minutes.

What they paid:

$7,200

Fair market price:

$600-$1,000

Example 5: AI Customer Support Chatbot

What was sold:

Advanced conversational AI trained on your knowledge base with seamless CRM integration and escalation protocols.

What was actually delivered:

Intercom's standard chatbot feature configured with 15 Q&A pairs. No custom AI training. Just using Intercom's built-in functionality 

that comes with their $79/month plan.

What they paid:

$11,000

Fair market price:

$300-$800

The Automation Complexity Spectrum
Not all automation is equal. Here's what different complexity levels should actually cost in 2026:

What These Examples Teach Us

Key Lesson 1:

If the solution uses only pre-built integrations between popular tools (Zapier, Make.com, Calendly, Buffer, Intercom), 

you should NOT be paying custom development prices.

Key Lesson 2:

AI-powered," "intelligent," and "proprietary" are often marketing terms for standard features. Ask specifically: "What's 

custom here versus off-the-shelf?

Key Lesson 3:

Time to build matters. If a consultant can deliver in 1-2 hours, you shouldn't be charged for weeks of work. Fair pricing 

= actual effort + reasonable expertise premium.

Reality Check:

If you're quoted $8K-$15K for something in the "Simple" category, you're overpaying by 5-10x. But if you're quoted $2K 

for "Enterprise" complexity, expect corners to be cut or project failure.

What Makes Automation Expensive?

The Hidden Costs Often Overlooked

1. Discovery & Requirements (10-20%)

Understanding your business processes, data 
structures, and edge cases.

2. Testing & QA (15-25%)

Ensuring it works with YOUR actual data and edge cases.

3. Training & Documentation (10-15%)

Creating guides and training your team.

4. Ongoing Maintenance (10-20% annually)

APIs change, platforms update, bugs emerge.

Key Insight:

The actual "building" might only be 30-40% of total project cost for legitimate consultants. However, if they're just using standard 

integrations, these additional costs should be minimal—not thousands of dollars.

How to Spot the Good from the Bad

Red Flags

✕ Proprietary AI that can't be explained

✕ Refusing to itemize costs

✕ Quoting without seeing your systems

✕ No discussion of tools or methodology

✕ Pressure tactics or rushed timelines

Good Signs

✓ Transparent about tools and technologies

✓ Clear project phases and milestones

✓ Upfront discussion of risks and challenges

✓ Provides references and case studies

✓ Emphasizes knowledge transfer

1 What specific tools and technologies will you use?

They should be able to name frameworks, APIs, and 

platforms with confidence

2 Can you walk me through your development 
process?

Look for structured phases: discovery, design, 

development, testing, deployment

3 How will you handle data integration with our 
existing systems?

They should ask about your current tech stack and data sources

4 What happens if the project scope changes?

Clear change order process indicates professional 

project management

5 Who will own the code and intellectual property?

Ensure you retain full ownership of your custom solution

6 How will you ensure the solution is maintainable?

Documentation, code quality, and knowledge transfer 

are critical

7 What ongoing support do you provide?

Understand maintenance, updates, and 

troubleshooting availability

8 Can you provide references from similar projects?

Speaking with past clients reveals communication style 

and reliability

Pro Tip

The best contractors will be transparent about every aspect of their process. If you feel like they're hiding something or 
being vague, trust your instincts. A good partner wants you to understand exactly what you're paying for and how it will be 
built.

The Honest Truth

Modern no-code tools (Zapier, Make.com, n8n) have made simple automation accessible. But there's a clear line between "accessible" 
and "advisable."

✓ Good Candidates for DIY

✓ You have 5-10 hours to learn

Budget time for tutorials and troubleshooting.

✓ It's a single or 2-system workflow

Form → Email, Calendar → SMS.

✓ Failure is low-stakes

You can manually handle it for 24 hours.

✓ No sensitive data

No payment info, health records, or compliance data.

✓ You're comfortable troubleshooting

When something breaks, you can fix it.

✓ Potential savings

$300-$1,200 per automation. Over 5-10 automations: $3K-$12K 
annually.

⚠ When to Hire a Professional

⚠ Your time is worth more

If you bill $150+/hour, spending 10 hours to save $1,000 is a 
net loss.

⚠ Multiple complex systems

CRM + Email + Payment + Calendar = complexity spikes.

⚠ It's mission-critical

If it breaks, business stops or customers get angry.

⚠ Compliance requirements

HIPAA, GDPR, PCI-DSS—don't DIY these.

⚠ High volume or complex logic

1,000+ transactions/day or 10+ decision branches.

⚠ Legacy system integration

Old databases or proprietary software.

⚠ Need it done right first time

No time for learning curve.

Cost of DIY Mistakes

Lost revenue, angry customers, data breaches, compliance fines, and days troubleshooting.

4 Step 4: Validate the Quote

• Does price match complexity level? (Check Page 5)

• Are any red flags present? (Check Page 7)

• Ask which specific tools they'll use (Zapier? Make.com? Custom code?)

• Compare scope, guarantees, and ongoing support—not just price

5 Step 5: Plan for Post-Launch

• Who handles maintenance? (You, them, or hybrid?)

• What are monthly tool/platform costs? (Subscriptions, fees)

• Will you receive documentation to understand the automation?

• Is there a support agreement? (Response time, costs)

Key Takeaways for 2026

1 Simple ≠ Cheap, But It Should Be Reasonably Priced

Automations using standard no-code tools should cost $300-$1,200. If quoted $8K-$15K, you're being overcharged 5-10x.

2 Complexity Exists, and Experts Deserve Fair Pay

Complex integrations, custom code, and compliance can justifiably cost $4K-$50K+. Know which category YOUR project 
falls into.

3 Always Ask: "What Tools Are You Using?"

If it's "Zapier" or "Make.com" and they're quoting $10K+, push back. If it's custom code for legacy systems, higher prices make 
sense.

4 "Proprietary" Is Often Just Marketing

These buzzwords don't justify premium pricing. Ask what's custom versus standard tooling.

Red Flags That Should Stop You

✕ Refusing to name the tools they'll use

✕ Won't itemize the quote into phases

✕ Pressure to sign immediately
